Note to Editor: Discussions have taken place between East Dunbartonshire Community Health Partnership and the Rochdale GP Practice in Kirkintilloch, which in the past held a satellite surgery in Twechar.  As a result of these discussions, the Practice has agreed to undertake a six month trial period for a satellite surgery to the population of Twechar in the Twechar Health Living and Enterprise Centre, St Johns Way, Main Street, Twechar.  The Practice has agreed that they will carry out a surgery on a Wednesday morning for 3 hours.  This will be for a six-month trial period and will allow an evaluation of the services to take place and ensure that services are taken forward in discussion with the CHP and the local community.
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
