Councillor Stewart MacDonald welcomes break through on flooding following meeting with residents.

 

On the 10th March 2009, South Harestanes Tenants' and Residents' Association invited local councillors and two officers from East Dunbartonshire Council's Roads Department to raise concerns about repeated flooding in Fossil Grove, Kirkintilloch.

 

As a result, Council Officers from both the Housing and Roads departments held a meeting with Scottish Water Managers and a joint solution has been found.

 

East Haretanes and Twechar Councillor, Stewart MacDonald said,  "This is yet another example where people raise issues, and the council listens and acts.  I am very grateful to the members of South Harestanes Tenants' and Residents' Association for their initiative and determination to take this long-standing matter forward."

 

A meeting was held on Friday 3rd April 2009 with Officers from East Dunbartonshire Council's Housing and Roads services and Scottish Water. 

 

The drainage systems in Fossil Grove comprise of a Foul Sewer system and a separate Surface Water Sewer system. The long standing Foul Sewer problem will be resolved by Scottish Water within the next 7 to 10 days allowing East Dunbartonshire Council to work on the surface water gullies.  Scottish Water will continue to liaise with East Dunbartonshire Council's Housing Services Manager.
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
