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	"Council gives warning of delays on Lenzie Road in March"

	Drivers in Kirkinilloch are being warned of likely delays on Lenzie Road around the Council HQ (Tom Johnston House) from Monday 9th March for three weeks.


Work will be carried out on Lenzie Road at the Southbank Link Road to construct a new junction. Throughout the three week period, traffic will be managed using manually controlled three-way temporary traffic lights. Pedestrians will be safely diverted onto the road.

The work being done includes: kerbing works; road surfacing and lining; and the protection and installation of utility and traffic signal apparatus.

Councillor John Dempsey, Chair of the Kirkintilloch Traffic Liaison Group*, said, “Unfortunately this project coincides with some other work in the town at Eastside and at Kirkintilloch High School which are affecting traffic but the overlap was unavoidable.

“Throughout 2009, there is a programme of major road works scheduled and the Group has been meeting regularly to co-ordinate things so that disruption is kept to a minimum. So far we have been able to avoid a number of clashes but inevitably there will be some works that need to take place at a certain point in time to ensure that progress continues to be made with the contract.

“The temporary traffic lights which will be put up outside Tom Johnston House will be manually controlled with two operatives on site between 7am-7pm. They will watch traffic movement and gauge queue lengths so that delays are minimised. In the long term the new junction will ease traffic flow and we would ask people who use this route to be patient over the next three weeks.”

Strathclyde Police are represented on the Kirkintilloch Traffic Liaison Group Management Group and during the planned works, local Community Policing Team officers will have a presence in the area.

Sergeant Maurice Lindsay said, “We will be monitoring the manner of vehicular movement and will be attending at the location to ensure road users are abiding by Road Traffic Legislation. This will include the appropriate movement of vehicles, entering and exiting Civic Way onto Lenzie Road.

“All motorists are advised to take extra care during this period of works and are urged to drive in a sensible manner, with the aim of maintaining a safe environment for both road users and pedestrians.”

* The Kirkintilloch Traffic Liaison Group was set up in late 2008 to co-ordinate road closures and traffic management arrangements in the town as the Kirkintilloch Link Road is constructed and utility companies upgrade services in the area. Local Councillors are part of the group together with representatives from the Council’s Roads Service, Strathclyde Police, Kirkintilloch’s Initiative, East Dunbartonshire Chamber of Commerce and Kirkintilloch Town Centre Steering Group. 
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
