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	"M&S gets Off Sale License for Bishopbriggs store"


	There was more good news for East Dunbartonshire shoppers eagerly awaiting the opening of the new M&S Simply Food store in Bishopbriggs, as its liquor licence was granted.


At a meeting of East Dunbartonshire Licensing Board earlier this week, an off sale licence was granted to Marks & Spencer which will enable the store to sell alcohol to customers for consumption off the premises.

Despite the economic downturn and announcements of store closures elsewhere, M&S is on record as saying that the new store in the Strathkelvin Retail Park will go ahead.

This successful licensing application brings that opening one step closer.

Chair of the Licensing Board, Councillor John Dempsey, said, “This is good news for M&S and for local people who have said that such a store would be welcome in East Dunbartonshire.
