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	"£3k funding award hits right note for afterschool music group"


	A hugely popular afterschool music group at Harestanes Primary, Kirkintilloch will continue until the end of the year thanks to a successful funding bid by the PTA supported by the Council’s Resource Generation service.


The award of £3000 was secured from the Scottish Community Foundation.

More than 80 local children and adults attend the guitar and songwriting group on Tuesday evenings and Saturday mornings to be tutored by a qualified music instructor. Pupils from P1-P3 are also introduced to music through the group and are encouraged to get noisy!

Council Leader, Rhondda Geekie, is pleased that the well attended group has been given a funding lifeline. She said, “It would have been a shame if the group couldn’t have continued and I’m glad that the Council was able to support the PTA to attract additional financial support.”

Caroline Halkett, Chairperson of the PTA added, “The free classes have been an overwhelming success since they started last year and we now have 60 children and 27 adults coming along. It’s a great way to bring people together to have fun and learn some new skills. The results are great and we hope that even more aspiring musicians will join us.”

Headteacher of Harestanes Primary, Margo Harrington, is delighted that the school is being used out of hours to support learning in the community. She said, “It is important that the school is a place where local people can come and this music group is certainly popular. I’m grateful to the PTA and the Council for their efforts in securing funding for this really worthwhile project.”
