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	"Council Tax Payment Date Change"
	


	A change in the Council Tax payment date comes into effect from the beginning of April 2009. Council Tax payment date is changing to the first of each month. Therefore the payment day for April will be 1 April, and not 28 April as in previous years.


This will mean customers who do not pay by Direct Debit need to ensure their payment is made on or before 1 April and each subsequent month thereafter with the final instalment due on 1 January 2010.

Customers who pay by Bank Standing Order or make cash payments on any date other that the 1st will have to commence payment in March 2009 to ensure they do not fall into arrears.

The easiest way to pay is by Direct Debit. If you already pay by this method you will be unaffected by the change. However, if people change their Direct Debit payment day to the first of the month then they can have the option of spreading their payments over 12 months instead of the usual 10.

Councillor Rhondda Geekie said, “We hope this change in the Council Tax will be introduced with the least amount of worry to Council Tax Payers. If you are experiencing any difficulties during this transition period please get in touch with our Council Tax Team who will be happy to offer help and guidance to you.”
