SPT to subsidise additional bus service between Kirkintilloch and Twechar.   
 

From 14 th February 2010, Service 327 will run from Kirkintilloch to Twechar at 6.40pm Monday to Saturday, helping to plug a gap in evening services. 

 

East Dubartonshire Council representative at the Strathclyde Partnership for Transport (SPT) meeting, Councillor Alan Moir supported the SPT proposals for Kirkintilloch and Twechar. 
 

Councillor Alan Moir said, "Support for these services is welcomed and even in these difficult financial times the SPT doing its best to keep communities linked. However, as I have said before, the present deregulated arrangement for bus services to all communities is no longer sustainable." 
 

Kirkintilloch East and Twechar Councillor, Stewart MacDonald said, “This decision will be welcomed, especially in Twechar where residents had complained loudly about the removal of the evening service from Kirkintilloch.   I very much appreciate the SPT’s recognition of the importance of this route and their decision to help re-instate this vital service.”   
 

Councillor Stewart MacDonald added, “Hopefully we can build on this so that services are returned to their previous levels.” 
 

In addition, the SPT decided to the contribute along with Stirling Council to retain early morning journeys on the service 8 Balfron to Glasgow, passing through parts of East Dunbartonshire. 
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
