The intention is to benefit from the funded National/International promotion of Doors Open Day. A different theme is chosen each year, and this year it is “Homecoming”.

Doors Open Day will be held on 12 September 2009. There will be the usual range of buildings ‘open’, with this year a special focus on Milngavie, to link with the Local & Family History Fair at Milngavie Town Hall.
