	The Kirkintilloch High School team was announced as the winner of the East Dunbartonshire Dragon’s Den S3 Catering challenge following a series of presentations to the Dragons on 20 January. The Dragons’ Den Catering Challenge was open to all of the Council’s High Schools, who were invited to submit their proposals for the look and feel of the new school dining areas and the type of meals that could be offered. S3 teams from Bishopbriggs Academy, Kirkintilloch High School, Lenzie Academy and St Ninian’s High School all submitted proposals to the Dragons in December and were then invited to make presentations to and answer questions from the Dragons.


The Council’s Education Convener, Councillor Una Walker, was one of the East Dunbartonshire panel of Dragons. She said, “The enthusiasm and commitment of the teams that made their presentations was fantastic. A lot of hard work and research obviously went into the proposals we saw and the pupils that presented their proposals to us were very confident and professional.”

In addition to the two Conveners, the panel of East Dunbartonshire Dragons also included Grace Irvine from Facilities Management and Margaret Pears from the Council’s Enterprise in Education Team, who devised the competition.

The winning team from Kirkintilloch High School called their submission ‘Power of Dining - pod’ and had a futuristic view of what the dining rooms should look like. They proposed a range of menu selections and suggested theme days to be incorporated each month to encourage pupils and staff to use the school dining facilities. 

The prize for the Dragons Den competition winning team was as follows:

To work with the Council’s Design Team to finalise the brand and logo for the new dining rooms
To work with the Facilities Management Team on the types of products and meal options on the new menus
£200 dining room credit to be shared amongst all those who produced the proposals of the winning team
A new lap top for the school 

Home Economics teacher Fiona Colquhoun and Craft and Design Principal Teacher Claire Kirker worked with the successful Kirkintilloch High School Team and were delighted with the result. Fiona accompanied the Team to the presentations and said, “The pupils got a great deal out of this exercise and put a lot of effort into their research, design and their presentation. It has been a really positive experience for them and I know they are looking forward to contributing to the final design, look and feel of the new dining areas.” 

The Dragons were so impressed with all of the submissions presented by the schools that they invited all participating teams to submit a final wish list of the ideas they would like to see incorporated into the new dining room plans. The schools will contribute their ideas through the GLOW intranet forum which allows the schools to conference with each other over the internet and the Council’s Facilities Management team will take part in this conference. Where possible, these will be taken into account in the final decision making process
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
